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PART I: TERMS AND CONDITIONS

The following terms and conditions shall apply to parties submitting proposals in response to the Smart Airport and Passenger Travel Call for Collaboration:

1. Interpretation

The following words and expressions shall have the meanings hereby assigned to them except where the context otherwise requires:

“Call for Collaboration” shall mean the series of activities organized by the IDA in relation to the proposed joint design, development and pilot of Smart Airport and Passenger Travel solutions in Singapore between the Participants.

“Collaboration” shall mean joint design, development and pilot of a solution between the Participants of the Project.

“IDA” shall mean the Info-communications Development Authority of Singapore, a statutory board created pursuant to the Info-Communications Development of Singapore Act (Cap. 137A) of the laws of the Republic of Singapore with its principal office at 8 Temasek Boulevard, #14-00 Suntec Tower 3, Singapore 038988.

“Project” shall mean the undertaking of design, development and pilot of Smart Airport and Passenger Travel solutions as described in the Call for Collaboration.

“Applicants” shall mean the Participants that have applied and submitted a Proposal to IDA, and “Applicant” shall mean any one of such Applicants.

“Participants” refers to the organizations that have participated in the Call for Collaboration.

“Consortium” refers to the group of Participants that have applied and submitted a joint Proposal in response to the Call for Collaboration.

“Proposal” shall mean the documents submitted by the Applicants in response to the Call for Collaboration.

“Technology Provider” shall mean any organization in the information technology and communications industry such as mobile operators, consultants, solution providers, software firms and wireless device manufacturers, etc.

Words importing the singular shall also include the plural and vice versa where the content requires.

2. Validity of Proposal

The Applicant shall use its best efforts to ensure that the information as represented in the Proposal is true, accurate and complete at the time of its submission.

3. Documentation

IDA expressly reserves the right to retain all Proposals submitted, notwithstanding the fact that such Proposals are not accepted at the end of the evaluation.

4. Additional information

Notwithstanding the provisions in clause 2, from time to time any of the Applicants may be required to furnish additional information with respect to the Project or the Collaboration. Such Applicant shall use its best efforts to supply the information in a timely manner.

5. Canvassing

The Applicant shall not engage in any form of canvassing and in the event that any canvassing is being discovered after the Proposal has been accepted, the IDA shall be entitled to rescind the acceptance.

6. Confidentiality

The Participant undertakes not to divulge or communicate to any third party any confidential information howsoever acquired in relation to or arising from the Project and/or Call for Collaboration without first having obtained the written consent of the IDA.

For the purposes of the Collaboration, all information furnished by the IDA shall be deemed confidential unless otherwise indicated.

These obligations of confidentiality does not apply to information that:

a) is or becomes publicly available without breach of confidentiality; or

b) is released for disclosure with the written consent of the IDA;

7. Copyright

Unless otherwise agreed to in writing, all copyright in any documents relating to the Call for Collaboration and provided by IDA shall vest in IDA.

8. Demonstration of claimed capabilities

The Applicant shall at the request of the IDA, conduct such demonstrations and presentations to substantiate the claims in the Proposal to IDA’s reasonable satisfaction. The costs and expenses arising from or in connection with any such demonstrations and/or presentations shall be borne solely by the Applicant.

9. Agreement

Applicants shall be required to enter into a legally binding agreement with the IDA, the terms and conditions of which shall be negotiated and decided between the parties at a later date.

10. Disclaimer

The Participant acknowledges and agrees that itself and all its associated persons, bodies and organisations who participate in the Project and/or the Call for Collaboration, whether directly or indirectly, do not do so as the servants or agents of IDA, and IDA shall not be responsible for any acts or omissions of them or any of them. The Participant hereby releases IDA, its officers and agents from all liability for personal injury or loss of or damage to property or any loss or damage of any other kind whatsoever which the Participant may sustain by reason of any act or omission of the Participant and its servants and agents or of such persons, bodies and organisations aforesaid their servants and agents.

11. Indemnity

The Applicant shall indemnify, keep indemnified and defend IDA against any claim that the Applicant’s Proposal infringes any third party’s valid (i) patent; (ii) copyright; (iii) trademark; or (iv) trade secret. The Applicant shall indemnify, keep indemnified and defend IDA, its officers, directors, and employees against any costs, expenses, or liability directly or indirectly arising out of or relating to any claim from any third party based on IDA’s use or possession of the Applicant’s Proposal.

12. Limitation of Liability

IDA shall not have any liability to the Applicant under the Call for Collaboration to the extent that any infringement or claim thereof is based upon (i) any content in the Applicant’s Proposal; or (ii) the Applicant’s failure to participate in the Call for Collaboration for any reason whatsoever.

13. Default

IDA may reject the Applicant’s Proposal and/or withdraw any offer to the Applicant upon thirty (30) days’ prior written notice, in the event that: (i) any of the Applicants fail to observe any of its obligations herein; (ii) any of the Applicants admit in writing its inability to pay its debts generally as they become due; or make a general assignment for the benefit of creditors; or institute proceedings to be wound up, or consent to the filing of a winding up petition against it; or be adjudicated by a court of competent jurisdiction as being insolvent; or seek reorganization or consent to the filing of a petition seeking such reorganization; or has a decree entered against it by a court of competent jurisdiction appointing a receiver liquidate, trustee, or assignee in bankruptcy or in insolvency covering all or substantially all of its property or providing for the liquidation of its property or business affairs; or (iii) any of the Applicants withdraws from the Consortium without IDA’s prior written approval.
